STATE HOUSING Or HOUSING COMMISSION 
TENANTS v LANDLORD LAWS

The staff at state housing who are the government department’s delegated landlords, are bound by the Tenancy Act as strongly as a regular real estate agency landlord or private landlord.

YOU ALL HOLD SAME TENANCY RIGHTS

State housing landlords have been factually evading their duty to tenants in regards to tenant complaints causing harms and exasperations of the wrongs, some that are well known to result in injury or deaths via assaults or faults.

A local street was in the media, a lawyer saying he will start a class action of state housing tenants due to department landlord evading valid complaints. It should never have to get that far. 

State housing will have more tenants per landlord than usual, however, that is no excuse to ignore breaches and complaints, particularly as solving a complaint fast will stop the ongoing load of not fixing the complaint and saves much anxiety etc to victims.

Here, we refer victims to study the relevant parts of the tenancy Act and the main 3 complaints are noise, drug related issues, and maintenance.
